  August 2014 Board of Directors Meeting Minutes

President’s Report:  Scott Oswald – There was a good turnout for the pig roast but a little smaller than usual.  Will try to improve communications next year to find more volunteers, including posting on the park bulletin board. Our thoughts and prayers to Marge Cole, longtime resident.
Vice President’s Report:  Tony Domas – follow-up on enforcing restrictions on residents clearing personal paths on greenbelt property.
Secretary’s Report: Carol Schemanske – July minutes read and approved. 
Treasurer’s Report:  Jane Debbrecht – YTD spending presented and approved.
Civic Committee Report: Carol Van Spybrook - Possible house plan review coming up. 
Security Report:  Kristina Oswald – It’s been a good summer, fewer incidents. Still occasional incidents of underage drinking. Residents leaving main gate open continues to be a problem.  Positive and negative feedback on gates/fences.
Greenbelt Report:  Carole Gannon – $725 requested and approved for retaining ponds to slow runoff at the drain culvert on Hartland greenbelt; rip-rap has been filling in with sediment. Considering installing a bio swale (sediment filtration system with water friendly plants to slow erosion and filter water). Need to protect lake/hillside from big rain events. Set aside $2000 for improvements. Need to prioritize 1) drain site erosion, 2) invasives, 3) dog strangling vine. Also need to continue with removing Norway maples, preventing erosion, new plantings, periodic burns and fighting invasives. The board has a binder with a comprehensive report by the forester with designated zones, plant and tree inventory, recommendations… (interested residents can contact CG to borrow).  Tony Domas made a suggestion to form a Greenbelt committee.
Park Maintenance:  Carol VanSpybrook – Thank you to Candi & Tom Good for weeks of hauling and spreading wood chips along the east trail. Thanks also to Herb Cole & Walt Jagner for clearing trees on west trail after storm damage. Also trying to remedy the high volume of cut trees and branches left by DTE on greenbelt after storm. Need quotes or volunteers to rototill sandy area of east beach. Large tree at Briarhill park is dropping branches and needs to be removed. Spruce at east beach is dying (provides only shade for the beach).
Fish & Water Report:   – It was proposed & approved in Dec 2012, that the fine for not removing a boat, kayak, canoe from the greenbelt... by Dec 1 deadline, be increased to $100 per boat next year.  Owner must also pay boat removal fees. Revised fine will go into effect Dec 1, 2013. Any boats not removed by Dec 1, will be impounded at the main park. If the boat is not claimed and removed, and the fine not paid, by the spring work bee (first Sat of May), the boat will be considered abandoned and disposed of, effective Dec 1, 2013.  Mardi Mattei – Continuing to hire teen to dump stagnant water from boats on greenbelt. Steve Ray requested re-enstating fish stocking. States the lake was last stocked in 1978. Would require permit from the DNR due to the connection to the Shiawassee Watershed; possibly this fall. Rock bass should not be thrown back in (may have parasite).  Request that fishermen log catches. Motion to approve up to $1100/yr for 2 years for fish stocking (550 walleyes) in the fall of 2014 and 2015, with DNR permit, and investigate cost of fish study and follow thru for 3 years as recommended by the DNR; and evaluate success of program and evaluate ecosystem of lake in 2016. Approved.  Unable to locate secci disc; need to purchase new one; record data in 3 locations.
Beach Maintenance:  Diane Blakeney – Numerous parties this month; working well, working with Nathan on parties. 
Grass & Garbage:  Tom Landry -  routine maintenance on grass, garbage, porta-johns.
Old Business –  Looking for a new website manager.  If interested, contact Diane Hallinen, will train. 
New Business – Annual meeting the 3rd Tuesday of October @ 7:30 pm at Dunham Hills Golf Course.  Keys will be available to residents in good standing who have not yet picked up their keys. Proposed spending needs to be completed by Sept meeting and mailed 30 days prior to annual meeting.
