President’s Report:  Scott Oswald – Pig Roast coming August 2.
Vice President’s Report:  Tony Domas – no report
Secretary’s Report: Carol Schemanske –  June minutes read, approved as corrected. 
Treasurer’s Report:  Jane Debbrecht – YTD summary approved. 2015 budget to be discussed at August meeting.
Civic Committee Report: Carol Van Spybrook  - no report. 
Security Report:  Kristina Oswald – Fewer problems with illegal parking outside the park. If the main park lot is crowded, double parking can help, but please double park only if you are blocking in a guest or a friend. Resident’s key was stuck in west gate lock.  Problem resolved.  Please don’t use pliers on the locks; call Kristina or Nathan. D.Hallinen wants it on the record that she hates the gates. Still some problems with young resident children at park/lake unattended.
Greenbelt Report:  Diane Hallinen – one encroachment letter sent; resident will cease mowing greenbelt.  Greenbelt erosion near leaf pile on border of private property, requesting permission from landowner to divert pile.  Researching mulch blanket to slow erosion on west beach. More erosion near drain on Hartland side, may require another truckload of rubble to extend rip-rap.  Carole Gannon – David Cuthrill found no endangered Poweshiek Skipperly butterflies; have also disappeared from the prairie fen one mile away; suggested eradicating cattails before and after prescribed burns; may be 4-5 years before another burn at fen.  Debbie Jackson giving monarch butterfly presentation July 26 @ main park; will give away swamp milkweed to attract butterflies.  The 140 trees planted in April are thriving, as are white oaks and wildflowers planted on trail.
Park Maintenance:  Carol VanSpybrook – New volleyball net is on loan from resident. Candi & Tom Good spread mulch east of north steps.  Brush @ east gate removed and wood chips spread on trail. No parking lot spraying this year. Concerned about clover in lawn attracting bees in park area.
Fish & Water Report:   – It was proposed & approved in Dec 2012, that the fine for not removing a boat, kayak, canoe from the greenbelt... by Dec 1 deadline, be increased to $100 per boat next year.  Owner must also pay boat removal fees. Revised fine will go into effect Dec 1, 2013. Any boats not removed by Dec 1, will be impounded at the main park. If the boat is not claimed and removed, and the fine not paid, by the spring work bee (first Sat of May), the boat will be considered abandoned and disposed of, effective Dec 1, 2013. – Mardi Mattei – Boats are being tipped on a weekly basis to reduce mosquito larvae. Notes were left on boats with no boat tag. Fishing derby Aug 2. Searching for the last resident to have the Sechi disc; please contact Mardi if you have it.  Please remove all boats from the water; boats must be parked on shore, not half in the water, half on shore.  
Beach Maintenance:  Diane Blakeney – busy season, had to turn down some requests to prevent overcrowding. Also had to turn down some requests that were too large to be accommodated.  
Grass & Garbage:  Tom Landry -  Extra porta-john for pig roast.  Broken latch on porta-john at main park repaired.
Old Business – 302 homeowners have picked up keys, still 98 to go.
