Minutes of the July 11, 2005 DLPOA Board of Directors Meeting
Meeting was called to order at 7:42 pm at the Main Park

Members present:  Carol VanSpybrook, Karol Grove, Carol Schemanske, Marty Bopp, Diane Hallinen, Rich Paajanen  and Darren Painter

Also present were Michelle Figley, Administrative Assistant, Herb Cole and John Schultz

Vice President’s Report:  Petitions are getting distributed to oppose the Kingland Senior Complex.  Michelle and Bill Figley have also been working on this project. Petitions should be return to the Figley’s by July 24, 2005

Marty also reported that Julie has hired a lawn service to cut back vegetation on the vacant lots so road visibility can be preserved.

Secretary’s Report: The minutes from the July 14, 2005 meeting were read, amended and approved.

Treasurer’s Report:  The DLPOA currently has a balance of $9,987.94.  The Civic Committee has $91, 603.94 and the Greeenbelt Clean-up project, part of the Long Range Planning Committee’s project has $10, 845.00.  The treasurer’s report was approved.
Call to public:  Mr Cole presented his user friendly gate lock system. Since the Association  recently purchased new locks the decision was made to not consider Mr. Cole’s lock at this time.  Mr. Cole suggested mowing the house side of the West Trail on a thrice yearly basis. This proposal was discussed and the decision was made for Diane H. to purchase a weed wacker out of Greenbelt funds. Mr. Cole will be hired out Grass and Garbage and/or Park Maintenance to clear the trail.  Greenbelt projects will also be using this tool.  Mr. Cole offered to remove a log in Ore Creek.  The Board agreed.  Mr. Cole brought up the issue of a boat with sticker 0141 having perpetual trash near it.  Darren will contact the boat owner and request trash removal.  Mr. Cole also had questions about the posts near Mr. Persia’s lot. The Board felt that they do not require a formal survey at this time. The Civic Committee is in possession of a document that clearly states that DLPOA owns the confers that he planted on DLPOA property. Diane will post this to the web site.
Greenbelt:  Haylay Smithkort has been working on the LRP Greenbelt brush removal project. Other youths are in the process of being hired. The plastic liner that was under a path on the greenbelt near lots L76 and 77 has been removed at DLPOA expense. A resident has requested a permit to cut down dead glossy buckthorn stumps. The resident will be referred to the web site to download a permit form and submit it to the Board. A request was made for a tree to be removed at DLPOA expense that is over a driveway.  The Board was not in favor of removing the tree at the Board’s expense, but will consider granting a permit. The resident will be contacted and advised to download a permit form. Purple Loosestrife will be attacked in the next couple of weeks.
Security:  The hired private guards having been getting favorable reviews. A resident complained that there underage child was told to leave the Park after 10 pm. The Board felt the teen should not have been on the Property after hours and were supportive of the the eviction.  Discussion was held concerning expanding the private guards to include weekends. 

Grass and garbage: No problems to report, and Carol is within her budget.

Fish and Water. Dr. Fuslier was unable to do our lake study this year.  

Park Maintenance:   Rich Paajanen has been hired back on the Board to co-manage park maintenance with Terry Gannon.  Rich plans on doing some log removal on the path that is on the north end of the Oakland side.  The ladder is in place on the West Beach raft. A discussion was held concerning grading of the parking lots.
Old Business: A motion was made and approved to prohibit smoking on the three sandy areas…West Beach, Main Park and East Beach. Many residents have complained about the presence of excessive cigarette butts left in the sand. A sign will not be posted, however, it is expected that residents will avoid smoking in the sandy areas, and will dispose of their trash properly. The vote was 6 in favor, 1 opposed. Dave Geen and Sarah Schemanske will be once again organizing the annual Summer Meeting (Pig Roast).
